2009 STATE championship TOURNAMENT c SAM RAYBURN RESERVIOR 
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Is there any doubt this summer will be 

hot? Most areas in the state set heat re-

cords before we ever got out of June. 

Now that we are in the hottest part of the 

year, we must be ever vigilant to not only 

take care of ourselves, but the fish we 

catch. Please take a moment to read this 

article, then share it with a fellow fisher-

man who might benefit. Conservation is 

all our responsibility. 

Summer time fishing can be very chal-

lenging to anglers and tournament direc-

tors who are trying to keep fish alive. No 

matter what efforts are taken by tourna-

ment directors and conservationist, it all 

begins with the men and women who are 

fishing. Here are a few Fast Facts to re-

member and a few Tips and Tricks to 

help improve your fish mortality rates. 

 

Fast Facts  

1. When you put fish in 75 Deg F water 

or higher, your aerator may not 

maintain safe oxygen levels in the 

livewell. 

2. Aeration is only adding 20.9% oxy-

gen to the water and is not as effec-

tive as pure oxygen. 

3. Not flushing your livewell can in-

crease biological waste and can kill 

your fish. 

4. Fish that are stressed due to elevated 

temperatures or poor water condi-

tions will likely not survive. 

5. Dissolved Oxygen levels below 5 

Parts Per Million (PPM) will cause a 

fish to be stressed. 

6. Live well additives alone will not 

keep a fish alive if the dissolved 

oxygen is low. 

7. T i p s  a n d  T r i c k s 

Maintain your livewell water tem-

perature around 68 Deg F if at all 

possible. 

8. 1-gallon (such as 1-gallon milk jug 

or 2-1/2 gallon milk jugs) of frozen 

water will lower the water tempera-

ture about 10 deg F for 3-4 hours. 

9. Livewell additives, such as Sure-

Life Labs Products can help to re-

duce fish stress and remove ammo-

nia. See: www.sure-life.com for 

more details. 

10. If you use an Oxygen Generator 

(Electrolytic Hydrolysis) DO NOT 

use livewell additives that contain 

Salt. See: www.keepfishalive.com 

for more details. 

11. Adding 1-Ounce per 4-gallons of 

water (or 6 OZ per 30 gallon live 

well) can increase the dissolved oxy-

gen in the water (DO NOT OVER-

DOSE) 

12. Transport fish to the scale and im-

mediately refresh the water in your 

bag at each dip tank. The oxygen in 

your weigh bag is limited to what is 

in your livewell and is being de-

pleted rapidly. 

13. Pure Oxygen is the best option for 

keeping your fish alive, but should 

be handled with care. NO Oxygen is 

NOT flammable, but does support 

combustion. See:

If you have been a member of TABC for any length of time, then you know me.  If not then let me introduce myself to you.  I am Ed Calderone, 

your president.  As a man once told me ñI donôt fetch, roll over, or play deadò.  What I do though is work with a group of men and women from 

around the State, representatives from several of your local bass clubs, who work their hineys off trying to make this organization what it once was.   

Some of you remember when we had so many clubs that we had to have regional tournaments to determine who was going to be in the State top 6.  

Some of you remember when we had 60+ clubs in East Texas alone.  Today, we have 1.  As of this writing we have 22 affiliate clubs.  However, 

we represent all bass fishermen throughout the State regardless if they are a member of TABC or not.  Our goals do not reflect on only our affiliate 

clubs but the values of all grass root fishermen throughout this State.  Our desires for great habitat for our fisheries are not limited to just the clubs 

belonging to TABC but we hope everyone who desires to catch a 10 pounder--can:  even if he / she is a darn ole bank fisherman with a cane pole.  

Every board member, yet every club member all belong because we love our sport and frankly we are scared to death that if something is not 

changed then our children or grandchildren will not be able to do what we are doing today.   

After many visits with my board members, I have decided to give you just a little idea what I have dealt with for the past three years and change.  

Four years ago, I was a member of a representative club called ñTempestò bass club out of Katy Texas.  Seven of our eight members were in Tem-

ple Texas waiting on our eighth member {Bill Murphy}.  Bill never arrived at the tournament.  He was killed in a car accident on his way to the 

tournament.  Bill was my personal friend who I had known for probably 25 years and his passion for bass fishing and TABC was contagious.  He 

was also the Director for the Houston area.  I was asked by the then President to take Billôs position for the remainder of the term.  The next season 

brought me into the elected office position of Secretary and I assisted in putting a tournament on Sam Rayburn (this was a last minute change be-

cause Richland Chambers Reservoir was dry).  It was at this tournament that the then President told me that he was retiring and I decided to run for 

President.  Boy, he made it look so easy.  I thought anyone can do this.  So, there I was:  Elected at President, staring at a shortage of everything 

from people, to money, to sponsors, to equipmentðyou know everything.   I was lucky though; I had people like Frank Goll, Ed Parten, and Randi 

Wayland.  People like Dave Cole, Ginger Reynolds and Stan Foltz.  At Rayburn I had me two wonderful people Allen and Glenda Summers who 

not only became great friends but a director and my new Treasurer when Stan left.  These folks along with Don Pierce, Ralph Looney, and Chuck 

Sharpe make up my staff.  I am truly blessed to have all of these folks as are each of you.   

Well my first full year as President came to a climax when we held our State Tournament on Falcon Lake.  Iôm sure we all can remember the mis-

takes we make.  Like taking a Chamber of Commerce members word that we had a contract.  That tournament cost TABC every dime we had in the 

bank to pay for our inattention to detail and procure a written contract.  We left Zapata with our tails tucked, broke and disgusted with tournament.  

Our reputation was blackened to say the least. 

Vowing to do better, we went to Lakes Belton and Stillhouse with our heads held high feeling like we had all of the answers.  Again, the Chamber 

of Commerce failed to come through as we had hoped.  Again our fault. IF you are interested in knowing all of the particulars, look me up at the 

Rayburn tournament.  I will be happy to explain. While we did get some concession from Belton, if we had not had Larry Pederzoni  and his family 

cooking our meal we would not had broken even.  All this time I am learning that following someone else is not always good.   

Finally we are up to this year and because of two people from the No Name Bass Club (Bernie and Chuck) we had the opportunity to meet with the 

Angelina Tourist Bureau and we have a solid contract with them for out State Tournament this year on Rayburn.  I know that some of you donôt 

like the choice of lakes, and others the end of the lake we are fishing but please if we are ever going to begin to rebuild and grow this organization 

we have to be willing to participate where ever we are asked to participate at.  This yearôs tournament will be under a new format.  It is as follows:

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Our bass club started having 

ñpaperò tournaments three years 

ago as a way to save the bass from 

the hot live wells during the sum-

mer months of June, July, August, 

and September. When a bass is 

caught, it is measured and listed 

on a chart that we obtain from 

Texas Parks and Wildlife for that 

lake. The chart has the weight that 

a fish of that length should weigh 

at that lake. We have the charts 

for Amistad, Falcon, Choke Can-

yon, and Fayette County, but I am 

certain that other lake charts are 

available. At the end of the day, 

the top five weights are added up 

and the paper turned in to the tour-

nament director. Another advan-

tage of the paper tournaments is 

that the ñweigh inò can take place 

at more than one location for 

those lakes where fishermen fish 

opposite ends of the lake. 

Members were a bit reluctant at 

first to try the paper tournaments, 

but now most members like them 

better than bringing the fish in to 

weigh in. Give the bass a chance 

and start paper tournaments dur-

ing the hot months in your bass 

club.
